Battleship New Jersey 
“Big J”, as it has been nicknamed, was launched in 1948.  During its 48 years of service, the ship was the 
most decorated in U.S. naval history; receiving 19 battle stars.  While onboard the New Jersey we’ll enjoy a 
tour of the ship and top the day off with a BBQ dinner. 
 

Longwood Gardens 
These world renowned gardens are one of the many legacies of the DuPont family.  As we stroll through the 
grounds we’ll see some 11,000 different varieties of plants.  We’ll have lunch at the Longwood Gardens  
Terrace Restaurant Cafeteria. 
 

Valley Forge
